Hikes 

35. Mont-Didier (Petite-Vallée, rue Côté). Height: 120 m Length: 1 km/0.6 miles Duration: around 
1 h. Level: medium. Picnic tables. Interpretation on Petite-Vallée’s history, its families, its music, 
its fauna, and its flora with a beautiful view at the top. 

36. Gisant (Grande-Vallée). Height: 150m/492 feet. Level: easy (219 steps). A boulder with a human 
face on it can be seen when the tide is low. Accessible from the belvedere at Grande-Vallée’s 
entry   

37. Course on the shore between Madeleine and Pointe-à-la-Frégate. Duration: variable. Level: 
easy to medium. Wear good shoes. Everything is accessible when the tide is low.  

38. Course on the shore between Grande-Vallée and Petite-Vallée. Always accessible. 
Duration: around 2h. Start in front of the restaurant La Marée Haute until the Chapiteau de la 
Vieille forge. Level: medium 

39. Parc de la Gaspésie. (Sainte-Anne-des-Monts) Hikes, fauna and flora observation, discoveries 
center. Levels: easy to expert depending on the hikes. 

40. Parc national de Forillon. Hikes from level easy to expert depending on the hikes, fauna and 
flora observation, discoveries center, equipment renting and sea excursions. Don’t miss: the 
Cap Bon-Ami and Cap-Gaspé (the END of the world!). Two possible entries: the north entry 
(around 1 h away); the south entry (around 1 h 30 away). Dogs are accepted if they are always 
held on a leash. 

41. Le Mont-St-Pierre (Mont-St-Pierre). Hikes and observation of the paragliding and hang-gliding 
take-offs. 

42. Les Sentiers de la vallée des pins blancs (Mont-Louis). 8,2 km/5 miles of trails. Level: easy. 
43.  Site de la passerelle de la Rivière Cloridorme 
44.  La passerelle Dan Gaudreault (Pointe-à-la-Frégate) 

 
 

Swimming 
45. Lac de la Ferme (Grande-Vallée). Sand beach, picnic tables. 15 Km/9.3 miles away south from 

Grande-Vallée. It’s going to be warmer here than at the beach:)  
46. Plage publique.(Grande-Vallée) Swimming, sand beach, picnic tables. The parking is in 

between the Familiprix and the Bonichoix

47. Lac du Clin. (Petite-Vallée). Cabin, swimming, trout fishing, hikes. Accessible by cars and al-

terrain vehicles (by skis and snowmobiles in winter) since the Chemin du Jeu in Petite-Vallée.
